Instant
Indonesian has abrief dictionary in the back, but it is severely lacking. Fine, it's not advertised as a dictionary--but
compared to the Lonely Planet Indonesian Phrasebook Dictionary, it doesn't stand up to par.For example, Instant
Indonesian has atable of contents in the front, from which you can direct yourself to what you want to talk about (e.g.
greetings or shopping). On the other hand, LP has the table of contents and colored page edges, so you can
immediately flip to whatever topic you want straight-away. As | recall, LP had more (and more practical) phrases as
well. | specifically remember not using my Instant Indonesian book nearly as much as | had anticipated because of its
difficulty to find the appropriate phrase (either because it was difficult or too time consuming to locate the phrase, or
becauseit didn't have the phrase | wanted).

Clever intro for learning basic
IndonesianBy Harry Greenwell Thisis agood book if you want to start learning some basic Indonesian, where you
start to construct your own phrases and expressions and perhaps engage in some simple conversations. It is somewhat
less useful as a phrasebook where you just want to find the right phrase to ask directions, place an order or buy a
ticket. That stuff isall there but the book is not organised by categories to help you easily find the phrase you are after.
Instead, by introducing key words and providing a number of simple sentences built from these words, it gives you the
building blocks for constructing your own sentences.Don't be fooled into thinking that the book will only teach you
100 words. It is packed with far more than that, including short, interesting sections on eating drinking, social etiqutte,
religion culture, etc. It also has alarge "additional vocabulary" section at the end. (For kindle users, unfortunately the
additional vocab is not searchable, which | found very frustrating and somewhat reduced the utility of the book.)
