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In 1977 a collection of essays appeared that quickly became a standard for studying the purpose and occasion of 
Romans. Now The Romans Debate: Revised and Expanded Edition is available in a newly designed and enlarged 
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format. Besides the original essays, the new edition includes thirteen of the most cogent, recent articles on this subject; 
a comprehensive bibliography; and an index.This is not a volume for the already decided. Spanning the spectrum of 
interpretation, these essays attempt to challenge opposing views, complement points of consensus, and above all 
contribute to our understanding of Paul's controversial letter to the Romans. In its own unique way, each of these 
articles compels the reader to return to the text and to listen anew to the message of Romans both for Paul's day and 
for ours.The first edition was indispensable. Its revision and expansion make it even more valuable. To have the major 
studies in a single volume is not only convenient but obliges one to confront all aspects of a fascinating ongoing 
debate.
